Please pray for God to refresh her 
and help her adjust to our time zone. Also pray for the many people to whom her 
team ministered -- that they would continue to be drawn to Jesus. 

2. Please continue to pray for our Youth Minister search – that God will lead exactly 
the right candidate to our church, at just the right time. 

3. Please pray for our Youth Group, who just completed this year's 30 Hour Famine 
experience.  Pray that the Youth will grow in the love of Jesus, and that the group's 
leaders will have strength, wisdom and joy as they serve. 

4. Come and attend the church-wide Wednesday night prayer meeting. God listens 
to people's prayers and, through the intercession of the saints, bestows grace 
upon the church and those in need.
